Title of the topic: Dialogical Creativity: Communication as Co-Creation

Aim of the research:

To develop a comprehensive theoretical mapping of dialogical theories that conceptualize
communication as a co-creative process, identifying how interpersonal and intersubjective
exchanges generate novelty, shared meaning, and innovation across philosophical and
communicative frameworks.

Short description of the topic (up to 2000 characters):

This topic explores dialogical creativity — how new meaning and innovation emerge through
interaction between consciousnesses rather than isolated individuals. Drawing from Martin
Buber’s I-Thou philosophy, Mikhail Bakhtin’s theory of dialogism and polyphony, and Jiirgen
Habermas’s concept of communicative action, the study conceptualizes communication as a
generative process of co-construction. Additional insights from Bohm (dialogue), Gadamer
(hermeneutics), and Isaacs (organizational dialogue) may also be integrated.

Through a systematic literature review, the student will map theoretical and methodological
approaches that define dialogue as a medium of creative emergence. The research will clarify how
openness, tension, and intersubjectivity enable communication to become a site of co-creation and
innovation.
